TEXTBOOK:

· We have a new curriculum this year through Carnegie Math.  Students will receive printouts of the sections being covered, which will serve as both notes and textbook.
NOTES:

· Because students will be receiving handouts to work on, we are asking that students have a 2- pocket folder with brads in which to keep the units organized.  At the conclusion of a unit, students will clear the folder and re-use it for the next unit.  It is suggested that students preserve their completed units at home.
HOMEWORK & PROJECTS:

· Homework will consist of a handful of “thinking problems” at the end of each lesson.  Once or twice per week, students will practice problems on an online platform provided with Carnegie’s curriculum.  Students may have to complete the online problems at home, should they be unable to complete them in the allotted time frame at school.
·  In-class and out of class projects may be assigned throughout the year.  
TUTORING:

· Tutoring is offered after school Tuesday and Thursday from 3:00 to 4:00.  If needed, I will add online tutorials in the evening.  
GRADES: 

· Homework and Classwork– 20% of grade 
· Quizzes and Minor Projects– 30% of grade

· TESTS and Major Projects– generally held at the end of each unit, worth 50% of total grade.  Cell phones will be taken up at the beginning of each testing period and returned to the student at the end of the period.  
· RETESTS – Students may retest over failed tests each 9 weeks, however, the retest must occur within two weeks of the returned test or test grade, and after corrections to the failed test have been made in tutorials.  Retests are for a maximum of 70 points.  Retests are not available for 9-week tests and semester exams.  
· MISSED TESTS and QUIZZES – These must be made up in tutoring (not during class) and within 10 days of missed test, unless there are extenuating circumstances.
· LATE WORK –Late papers will be accepted only until the day of the unit test.  After the unit test, missing daily grades will be recorded as a zero.
· Progress reports will delivered electronically on a 3 week basis.  Teacher progress reports will also be sent home periodically.  Teacher progress reports are sent by e-mail, so please ensure you have an accurate e-mail address on file with the district.  
Classroom Rules:
1. Keep cell phone put away, unless otherwise directed, to avoid confiscation and resulting fine. Students are not allowed to use their phone in class without explicit permission from the teacher.  

2. Be in your seat ready to begin when the tardy bell rings. 
3. Be present and participate fully.  Stay on task, and keep classroom discussions focused on the topic at hand. 
4. Be courteous to me and to your fellow classmates.

5. No food or drink (other than bottled water) in the classroom.

6. Be your own best advocate.  Ask questions, take ownership of your space, your work, and your attitude.
