Cell Phone Policy
The following procedures will be followed in the event that a student is using their cell phone when not permissible.

Class Projects

Corrections

Students will have the opportunity to do test corrections (grade below 70%).  If the student wants to perform corrections on a test, the student must make arrangements to come during advisory to do corrections with the teacher.  Students will be given 10 school days to do test corrections.  Corrections must be turned in directly to Coach Ward.
