Class Projects

We will do many in class “small” projects throughout the year.  Some will be designated daily grades and some will be designated major grades.  Students will be given class time to work on their projects.  Some projects may require work to be done at home.  Some projects will be partnered and some will be individual.     

Corrections

Students will have a corrections note stapled to their work if corrections are due (grade below 70%).  If the student wants to perform corrections on a test, the student must complete a test corrections form and get a parent signature.  Students are given 3 days from the time they receive the corrections notice to turn corrections in or to retake.  Corrections are to be turned in to the corrections folder.  
Cell Phone Policy

Students are not allowed to use cell phones in class unless permission from the teacher. The following procedure will be followed in event students is using cell phone when no permissible. 1st offense, verbal warning will be given by the teacher to put cell phone away. 2nd offense, teacher will confiscate the cell phone for the reminder of the class. 3rd offense, teacher will confiscate the cell phone and turn phone into the campus bookkeeper. The student and/ or their parent will have to retrieve the phone after school and pay $15 dollar fine. In event that student refuses to follow the expectations, further disciplinary actions will be taken.
