4 days late = 25 point deduction 

5 days late = 30 point deduction"

Mrs. A will accept late work until the last Friday of the 3-week grading period in which it was assigned with a 

deduction of 30-50 points at teacher discretion. 

If the missing/late work is not completed by that day, the grade will remain a zero in the gradebook.
